“ Margaret, the saintly foundress,” by whose side Wordsworth was
proud to think his portrait was (o hang ; and the fine west window
of the new Chapel, dedicated “To the glory of God and Lady
Margaret,” by the members of the Lady Margaret Boat Chub,
shows that ber memory sis @il green in the eallepe which ske baile
om the sile of the dissolved Priory of St. John.

The garden of Magdalen is boanded towards the north by a steep
bank, which is sald 1o have formed part of the ampart of the
Roman ** castra stativa,” and it is overlooked hy the strange mousd
known as Castle Hill, where William the Conqueror made his head-
quariers while Hereward held the Camp of Refuge mear Ely.
Traces of thegreat Causevny made by the Normans across the Fens
are still to be found, and the remains of a Castle existed until the
present century, when they were destroyed to make room for the
town Law Cousts, From the top of Castle Hill I obuined the
best view of Cambridge, The square tower amosg the trees near
the river marks the position of Jewss College, the nsost secluded
college in Cambridge, of which Jamss L remarked that if he Hved
at Cambridge be would pray at King’s, dine at Trinity, and sleep at
Jesus.
